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How to maintain your Accreditation to deliver the Seasons for Growth Programme, if you have not delivered the programme since training, and/or have not delivered in the past 3 years.
We are very much aware that trained companions often have many different roles and delivering Seasons is just one of them!  For these reasons we have allowed a degree of flexibility in relation to the criteria of having to deliver the programme within the first 12 months of being trained, and then to deliver at least one programme a year, in order to maintain your accreditation as a Season Companion.    We do however; feel it is important that we ensure all trained companions feel confident and familiar with the materials and guidance you received at the point of training.  It is for this reason we have decided to put on a one day refresher course.  Please see details below:
Seasons for Growth Trainers for North Wales are running a 1 day refresher course, which is a compressed version of the full programme.  This course is aimed at Companions who have not managed to deliver the programme in the last 3 years.  Companions who wish to remain on the list of accredited companions and have not delivered in the past 3 year will need to attend this day.  You will then need to commit to delivering a programme within the next 8 months. We accept that for some of you, your roles/jobs may have changed and that delivering Seasons at this point is no longer applicable and so will not wish to attend.  Please note:  Companions who have not delivered in the past 3 years and chose not to attend will therefore need to retrain and complete the full 2.5 days training again.
Whilst this day is essential for companions who have not delivered in the last 3 years, it is also open to all companions who feel they would benefit from a refresher course.
